Member News:

    - Barbara Lowe, Uvalde Police Department:  Their police officer memorial was held this week and was well attended.  Uvalde has an interim police chief and they are looking for a replacement.

    - Robert Nemec, Guadalupe County Sheriff’s Office:  A body of a female was found by DOT bridge inspectors this week.  Her identity is still unknown.
    - Linda Furlow, Fort Sam Houston:  We have hired and are training about 1/3 of our new civilian (Department of the Army) police force.  Most military police will be leaving for tactical units on other installations by July 2005.

    - Linda Diaz, San Antonio Police Department:  An arrest was made the other day and in a prescription pill bottle was broken spark plugs; apparently thieves use the broken spark plugs to break windows of vehicles.  She also attend a class and one of the interesting things she shared was if you use a spray starch in the area where you think there may be methamphetamine residue, the residue will react with the spray starch and turn purple.  Also, SAPD will be training hotel/motel employees and Child Protective Services in identification of chemicals used in meth labs.
    - Jerry Cowan, Public Safety Team:  He and his fellow PST members worked over 450 man hours during Fiesta.  Also, the PST is responsible for placing the “dummy” police cars along 1604, where they are cracking down on speeders to try to curtail the string of fatal accidents between IH10 and IH35.  Since the crackdown has begun, there have been no fatality accidents.

    - Ingram Phillips, Public Safety Team:  He spent Fiesta on top of downtown buildings watching the carnival and gang activity.

    - Richard Green, Castle Hills COP:  A car burglar was apprehended at the Texas Land and Cattle Company and that arrest has cleared up several other burglaries in Castle Hills.  They are refurbishing their computer systems thanks to the special tax district that provides a portion of money from sales tax to fund crime prevention.  They will also try to use some of this money to pay for NNO activities and finance part of the COP budget.

    - Tim Kolbe, Comal County Sheriff’s Office:  The New Braunfels Crime Stoppers Poker Run had a rain out last weekend and has been rescheduled for this weekend.
